Getting through the first chapter was sheer torture, 

and by the time I’d finally hacked my way through, I had fallen into the same trap that captured 

James Fennimore Cooper two hundred years ago—I said that I could write a better story than 

that, and then I knew I had to prove it.

As a writer, reading fiction is important to me because it exposes me to new ideas that help me 

to become a better writer.  One of my favorite stories-in-progress came about entirely because 

of my disappointment with the ending of an otherwise beloved book, and while my story bears 

little resemblance to the one that inspired it, what I read opened my imagination to a different 

way of viewing things and took me in a new direction that I would never otherwise have 

discovered.  Other writers employ techniques that I’ve never thought of, or use imagery or turns 

of phrase that inspire my creativity.  I read their work as much to learn from their example as to 

enjoy exploring their worlds. 

    As for the world as a whole, fiction opens the imagination to ideas and concepts that might 

not necessarily find their expression in everyday life, and fictional stories can throw familiar 

things into a new light that can cause individuals to view the real world quite differently.  Some 

authors set out to tell an enjoyable story, and their readers are entertained by the reading; 

others set out to make a point, and their readers are exposed to new ideas that they might not 

otherwise discover because they don’t read the human interest section of the newspaper.  In 

short, reading fiction is important because it opens new worlds and it enriches minds and lives.
